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Scholarly writing is an essential academic skill, and can be useful for practitioners and others who want to share achievements in practice or discuss change in policy. There are some (fairly simple) tips that journal editors can provide potential authors to improve the quality of manuscripts and increase chances of publication. Learning more about the journal review process can also upskill authors as potential reviewers. Training up reviewers can be useful for editors, who can sometimes find identifying good manuscript reviewers a frustrating business. And reviewing for journals is positive for both learning about what is happening in the wider field, and as a feature on the cv. This workshop will focus on the journal process, from the editorial perspective. 
Workshop will include:
· writing for publication (approaches and tips)

· journal manuscript requirements

· the review process

· becoming a journal reviewer
The workshop will be interactive and include open discussion and some hands-on reviewing practice. Sample manuscripts will be central to the workshop. The focus will be around journal process, with talks including the basics of writing for publication (approaches and tips), manuscript requirements of journals, the reviewing process, and basics of manuscript review. Then, participants would be asked to provide brief review of a manuscript in small groups, with support from the facilitators. Discussion of this process will follow, then general questions and discussion.
